Gold Hill Senior Center now offers talks on timely issues affecting the elderly. The May lineup includes:

May 6: “Ml or heart attack — what it looks like and how to prevent it,” Brian Murdack, District 3 Deputy
Fire Marshall.

May 13: “Women’s Health and Aging,” Buffi Vega, RN, Nurse Practitioner. This is Vega’s area of
specialty.

May 20: “Blue Zones- how to live long and live well,” Brad Studebaker, RN.

May 27: “Fraud Prevention,” Michele Spohn, Community Service Deputy with Jackson County Sheriff
Department.

The typical talk, which lasts about 20 minutes, will be followed by a question and answer session.

Gold Hill’s Senior Center opened on April 15, 2019 and is already offering a broad selection of services to
the town’s older residents. The center serves nutritious meals, holds regular exercise classes, and offers
information about community resources. The speaker series is the latest program to come online.

Brad Studebaker, who was the driving force behind the center said, “This is only the beginning. We’re
relying on feedback from our older population to help shape what future talks will cover and what
services will be offered.”

Elected as Gold Hill’s City Council President last year, Studebaker set a high priority on providing better
services for seniors who comprise a large percentage of the town’s population. He is especially aware of
the needs of the elderly because he worked as a nurse for ten plus years. “Just knowing a few new ways
of doing things and making the changes, can improve one’s health and reduce injury or sickness; live
better and longer.” he said.

Networking made the creation of the senior center possible without costing the city government even
a penny. The center is run by an all-volunteer staff and donations have poured in from all over

the community. Food has been donated by Ray’s Market, Figaro’s Pizza, and Winco. Space for the
center has been generously gifted by Harvest Time Fellowship Church. The center is also networking
with Food & Friends, ACCESS, and other local food programs.

Resolution Approving a Jackson County Order to Initiate Formation of a
Jackson County Law Enforcement Service District and
Consenting to the Inclusion of City Territory within the Boundaries of the District

RESOLUTION NO. 02-R-19

The City Council of the City of Gold Hill, Oregon finds:

a. The Jackson County, Oregon, Board of Commissioners intends to form a county service
district for law enforcement services under the authority of Oregon Revised Statute (ORS)
451.010(1)(n). The name of the proposed district is the Jackson County Local Correctional
Facility Service District (hereinafter “District™). The proposed District would have authority
to construct, operate, and maintain a local correctional facility in Jackson County.

b. The Jackson County Board of Commissioners may initiate the formation of the District
by adopting an order under authority of ORS 198.835. The Board proposes to include all
county territory within the boundaries of the proposed District.

¢.  Jackson County voters will be asked to establish a permanent property tax rate limit of
$.8353 per $1,000 of assessed value for the District as authorized by ORS 451.547.

d.  The territory of the City may only be included within the boundaries of the District if
the City Council adopts a resolution approving the proposed Jackson County Order Initiating
Formation of a Jackson County Law Enforcement Service District. The proposed order is
attached hereto.

€. The City Council believes that a law enforcement service district for the construction,
operation, and maintenance of a local correctional facility in Jackson County is in the best
interests of the citizens of the City.

The City Council of the City of Gold Hill Resolves:

The City of Gold Hill, Oregon, hereby consents to the inclusion of all the territory of the
City within the boundaries of the proposed Jackson County Local Correctional F acility Service
District, and approves the Jackson County Board of Commissioners’ proposed Order Initiating
Formation of a Jackson County Law Enforcement Service District in substantially the form
attached hereto.
